NECESSARY DOCUMENT

How to legalise your stay in Chile

Every foreign student that wants to study in Chile must obtain a student visa. This visa does not allow
you to carry out any type of paid activity. To obtain the visa, you will have to begin the procedure at
the Chilean Consulate in your country of origin and arrive in Chile with your permit already issued.

Students have 30 days upon arrival in Chile to validate the visa at the National Immigration Affair
Headquarters (Jefatura Nacional de Extranjeria) and International Police (Policia Internacional). You
will receive the Visa Registry Certificate, which is the document that allows you to obtain a Chilean
Identity Card.
